Paul Tonko has already written a supporting letter.  We would be pleased with any additional support the City could provide including a supporting letter.

· We are concerned about the design of the ramps for the Mohawk-Hudson Bikeway at the Nott Street intersection.  Milt Mitchell had Mike Miller from Clough Harbor (453-3910), the engineer who designed the ramps, call me regarding our concerns about the ramps.  Mike and I had a good discussion about how the ramps could be improved.  I had hoped that the barricades could be modified to meet accepted standards such as the use of bollards.
