I am writing you on behalf of the Friends of the Mohawk-Hudson Bikeway to request that the County of Schenectady post stop signs on Mohawk-Hudson Bikeway at Mabie Lane.  The Friends of the Mohawk-Hudson Bikeway has recently formed in order to develop through public education and stewardship the historical, recreational, and economic opportunities of the Mohawk-Hudson Bikeway.  In this case, we are concerned for bikeway users and wish to improve the safety of the bikeway, thus increasing the value of the bikeway to the community.

Friends of the Mohawk-Hudson Bikeway believe that a potentially dangerous situation exists at this intersection.  Although traffic is very light, the group is aware of at least one accident involving a bicyclist that has occurred at this intersection.  Due to the short site distances at this intersection neither bicyclists nor motorists can see intersecting traffic.  There currently are no signs at the intersection warning cyclists to stop.  Cyclists may still believe that they have the right of way, even though there are barricades at the intersection.  The Friends of the Mohawk-Hudson Bikeway will also be asking the Town of Rotterdam to post signs on the road to warn motorists of the existence of the trail.
