Dear Commissioner Mitchell: 

 
I am following up with more information that you requested from the meeting you had with Fred Thompson and 
myself.  First, regarding the $600,000 NYS Canal Corporation funding in the City of Schenectady, John DiMura 
reported to me: 
 

The $600k is a combination of Canal Corp (NYS) and Federal dollars.  I don’t know if this would be 
enough to run the trail along the river. We were thinking more of cleaning to the east of where the 
county’s project ends. If this is the desired option, the city and OPRHP could pool funds with the Canal 
Corp to do the project [along the river].
