Halstead, organized our sixth annual clean up on June 13, 1998.  Our clean up events are held on or near National Trails Day in June.  This gives people a chance to volunteer on a trail clean up project held closer to home.  Plus, the last time EMS donated National Trails Day T-shirts, we had one of our largest groups of volunteers.
